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Materials Needed: MathPower 12 Western Edition, Pure Math 30 Workbook, and TI 83 or TI 84 calculator.

The course can be divided into 8 major sections/units. 

1) Transformations of functions: Perform, analyze, and create transformations of functions and relations that are described by equations or graphs.

2) Exponents and Logarithms: Generate and analyze exponential patterns. Solve exponential and logarithmic equations using appropriate technology.
3) Geometric Sequences: Generate and analyze exponential and geometric functions using appropriate technology.

4) Trigonometry 1: Solve trigonometric equations from first principles and the unit circle. 
5) Trigonometry 2: Solve trigonometric equations and identities.
6) Permutations and Combinations: Problem solving based on the counting of sets.

7) Statistics: Use normal and binomial probability distributions to solve problems.

8) Conic Sections: Classify conic sections using their shapes and equations.

There will be one assignment for every unit. This will be counted as 25% of your unit mark. 10% of your mark will be awarded for the completion of homework. The unit test will count for 65% of your mark. The unit marks will count for 50% of your total mark and the other 50% will be from the Alberta Diploma Exam.
Be prepared to do homework. If you wish to succeed in this course, you need to practice problem solving on a regular basis and finish your homework. If you are absent for a test you will arrange another time to write it.
